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SCORA-XCHANGE in Hungary 2006
HIV/AIDS and other STD prevention and treatment strategies

In August 2006, (July 31 - August 20) SCORA-Hungary arranges its 3rd exchange on HIV/AIDS and STD in Hungary. The exchange, which is a theoretical and practical course on HIV/AIDS and on STD, is organized by the SCORA groups in 4 Hungarian cities: Budapest, Debrecen, Pecs and Szeged.
The program

The Hungarian SCORA-exchange - as well as the Greek, Polish, Romanian and Swedish - is an international training program for medical students on HIV/AIDS and on other STD organized by HuMSIRC-SCORA (Hungarian Medical Students’ International Relations’ Committee - Standing Committee on Reproductive Health incl. AIDS). The aim of the project is also meets with the aim of the other SCORA-exchange program which is the following:

- to raise awareness and increase the knowledge about HIV/AIDS and other STD as a global issue among medical students and future doctors 
- to offer medical students from different countries an opportunity to exchange experiences and ideas about HIV/AIDS and other STD

- to make discussion and begin/develop transnational collaboration
The maximum of 4 students will be selected to participate. The exchange gives a review on prevention, screening tests, and treatment methods of HIV/AIDS in Hungary as well as theoretical seminars by clinicians and professionals. The Hungarian SCORA-Exchange program also gives a review of other STD from the same aspects. The exchange also includes a number of social activities!
How to participate

Medical students of any nationality can participate who passed microbiology OR virology AND pathology AND national HIV and STD course.

In order to participate in our exchange program you have to fill out our application form (attached), you have to write a letter of motivation, your curriculum vitae and a short description of the HIV/AIDS situation in your own country (max. 1 or 2 (if you put diagram in it) A4 pages) and if you have any verification or certificate of any work or experience in connection with HIV/AIDS or other STD (So altogether we only need 4 or 5 papers). And finally we will need a photo of you (a size of photo used for, for example passports; this important if you want to have a Hungarian student card for your stay, it gives you a lot of discount so it’s important! The official language is English.
Participants will be chosen by his/her letter of motivation, his/her experience or work in connection with HIV/AIDS and other STD (for example clinical experience, taking part in national/international SCORA or in other projects which has any relation to HIV/AIDS or other STD), taking into consideration that participants will be chosen from as many and as different countries/continents as we could make it.
Participants have to have valid health insurance during their stay in Hungary; we can not provide insurance! If VISA needed just let us know in the AF and we will help, but please let us now in time!
The participants are also required to be prepared with a presentation focusing on the HIV/AIDS situation and related issues in their countries, which will be presented during the exchange!

The fee is to be paid when the student receives confirmation.

Transports and accommodation are covered, as well as 2 meals a day.

It will be done through questionnaires at the end of the exchange.
